At last there’s hope to those who cannot read.
Jeremiah’s Circles, pre-school through high-school educational programs are for all those who have severe reading and comprehension problems.
This reading therapy has no age limit to its usefulness; anyone experiencing an inability to read, including those labeled un-teachable may benefit.

What’s Different?

All the programs take into consideration each reader’s special needs and do not require writing; only filling in easy multiple choice circles.  These programs differ from others in that it is not necessary for the student to memorize the letters of the alphabet nor does it teach phonics. 
Jeremiah’s Circles used often as a last resort, has been successful where all other efforts have failed.
Programs
Picture Academics

Picture Academics used before the Learning to Read program is a comprehension therapy for non-readers based on educational curriculum. It was designed for school children and adults that can point or express verbally or with a gesture. This program works well for those who are non-verbal. Students learn by hearing, seeing, and touching. “Pictures are worth a thousand words”.

Learning to Read

Non-readers, those reading from zero to 100 words (or below a 1.5 grade level) use the Learning to Read program, which will enable them to read at a second grade level or above. The program takes only 15 minuets a day with one-on-one tutoring.
Picture Academics
Picture Academics used after the Learning to Read program is a comprehension therapy for school children and adults that read, written at approximately a 2nd grade reading level. It is a continuing reading therapy based on educational curriculum.
Academic Therapy
A condensed State Required Curriculum which only requires filling in easy multiple choice circles (Scantron test taking skills) versus writing sentences which was proven to be unsuccessful. Designed for grades 6 through 12 and adults, they begin on a third grade reading level and quickly progress. 
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As a young mother, Doxie worked as a reading tutor with severely disabled students in California. After her four children were raised, she and her husband, Richard, adopted eight-year-old Jeremiah, a boy with multiple disabilities. Although he was not considered able to be educated, she discovered a way to teach him to read.  As her son entered middle school she integrated a condensed State Required Curriculum which only required filling in easy multiple choice circles.  After Jeremiah graduated from high school, she developed Picture Academics for readers and non-readers. Called Jeremiah's Circles, these programs are now successfully being utilized in many schools, homes and day programs.
